Cell service is generally fair.  It is necessary to arrive during a week day so that you may visit the government office with your guide-staff and receive necessary licenses. Please DO NOT wear camouflage in or about Peru - it makes them uncomfortable and earth tones will work perfectly.  Accommodations for the cinnamon teal hunt are a comfortable beach house. They will stock the beverages, snacks and beer of your choice.  Meals are usually carry-out from local restaurants.  The regional food is delicious and can be an enjoyable adventure.  Hunts usually start at or shortly after sunrise: you’ll depart the camp, pick up the bird boys, and proceed to the hunting area.  You’ll either hunt from dry bank or, usually, while standing on floating reeds – watch your step, the canals are quite deep.  Knee boots are usually fine for hunting and getting around.  Tip the bird boys after each hunt.  Your hosts are extremely accommodating and happy to show you some of the local pre-Incan sites (it’s illegal to bring artifacts into US).  The region is typically impoverished, but visits to the local markets are very interesting to our visiting guests.   In addition to cinnamon teal, doves and pintail, there may be other bird species available – please ask your guide staff.
