THIS HUNT TAKES PLACE AT ALTITUDES OF 12,000-16,000 FEET.  PHYSCIAL ACTIVITY IS LIGHT TO MODERATE BUT OXYGEN IS AVAILABLE AS NEEDED. CONSULT WITH YOUR PHYSICIAN ABOUT DIAMOX ORAL Rx, AND COMMUNICATE WITH YOUR GUIDE ABOUT HOW YOU FEEL. Cell service is fair to non-existent.  It is necessary to arrive on a week day to visit the government office with your guide-staff and receive necessary licenses. Please DO NOT wear camouflage in Peru - it makes them uncomfortable, earth tones will work perfectly.  Accommodations are local hotel. Breakfast is very light to mitigate altitude, and lunches are just snacks. Dinners are at local restaurants. Order all you want from the menu.  The regional food is delicious and can be an adventure in itself.  Hunts usually start after sunrise: you’ll drive many miles through the mountains to remote wetlands.  It’s a scenic adventure to enjoy, but you’ll feel like you’re riding forever sometimes. Your hosts are extremely accommodating and happy to show you some of the local pre-Incan sites (it’s illegal to bring artifacts into US).  The region is relatively poor, but visits to the local markets are very interesting.   In addition to waterfowl species, there are several varieties of perdiz (tinamou) and maybe even some small game.  It’s best that trophies be caped (they do an excellent job), frozen, and placed in a soft-side cooler within your primary luggage for transport home.  Strictly a collector’s hunt relative to waterfowling, this is an incredible experience unlike any other.
