Cell service is generally fair. Accommodations vary from bed and breakfast to charming farmhouse lodge. North Island hunts take place among several vicinities depending on the recent scouting reports. Meals are usually home-cooked, and lamb is popular. Hunt times vary depending on the species objective – early daylight until well past dark, as is the New Zealand norm to consist of stalks, jump-shooting, pass-shooting and decoying. Habitat conditions vary among species, and bird behavior is different due to a lack of predators and, with the exception of shovelers, there is no notable migration. Hunting from local blinds in very congenial, social and civilized. Knee boots are usually fine. Your hosts are extremely accommodating and happy to show you some local attractions or arrange non-hunt side-trips (with advanced planning).  Bird hunting is easily combined with hunting for red stag or other species, such as chamois and tahr (with advanced planning).  Bird import from New Zealand is very easy.  Bring your own spirits.
